The other team
members must have been enrolled, at a
minimum, on a part-time basis for some
period during the 24-month period prior
to entry.

All applications must be postmarked by:
June 25, 2010.

Requirements

« The invention must be “reduced to practice.”
That is, the invention has to be more than a
mere idea. It must be complete, operable
and the inventor must present some evidence
of successful application. The invention
must be capable of being reproduced.

+ The invention must be primarily the work
of a student or team of students with a
faculty advisor.

Judging Criteria

« Originality and inventiveness

« Level of completeness or development
of the invention

« Potential impact or benefit of the invention
to society - economically, environmentally,
and/or socially

« Level of student initiative
