The National Inventors Hall of Fame Foundation today announced that it has changed its name to INVENT NOW effective immediately.  While the organization’s mission of honoring those inventors who have had a lasting impact on our society and encouraging new generations of inventors has not changed, its board and staff felt the time was right to communicate the importance and relevance of invention and inventors to our everyday lives through this new name.
“Recognizing the tremendous accomplishments of the inventors we induct into the National Inventors Hall of Fame will always be a central part of our mission.  This name change, however, reflects an important part of our strategy to operate and develop programs that reach larger audiences as we encourage everyone to discover how rewarding it is to Invent Now,” said Dave Fink, CEO, Invent Now, Inc.
The National Inventors Hall of Fame was founded in 1973.  Since that time, the organization has added 421 inventors to the Hall of Fame, and has also developed a serious of national education and recognition programs which have had a significant impact on the scale and growth of the organization.  These include:
· The Camp Invention summer program and Club Invention afterschool program, which combine to impact over 85,000 kids and 10,000 teachers every year.
· The Collegiate Inventors Competition, which has awarded over $1 million dollars over the last 20 years to outstanding inventions by university students.  
· The Ad Council advertising and marketing campaign, Inspiring Invention.
· Programs that encourage adults to invent, including annual Independent Inventor Conferences held in partnership with the United States Patent and Trademark Office and frequent contests and events like the recent Modern Marvels® Invent Now® Challenge.
· The National Inventors Hall of Fame and Museum at the U.S. Patent and Trademark Office in Alexandria, VA and the National Inventors Hall of Fame Invention Gallery at the National Inventors Hall of Fame School in Akron, OH.
